When can my child attend school?

Children who are 3 or 4 years old by Sept. 1 of this school year
can register. All children must be toilet trained to attend.

In addition, all required forms need to be completed before your
child can attend the first day of school. These include: registration
form, emergency form, immunization form and the health
summary.

What is the cost?

The tuition costs for the 2018-19 programs are:

2-day program $115 per month
3-day program $160 per month
5-day program $210 per month

What is the method of payment?

O Tuition is due on your child’s first day of class each month.

O During the Preschool Orientation or by the first day of class in

September, we will collect the first and last month'’s tuition (Sept.
and May’s). This will ensure us 30 days to find a replacement for
the vacancy created in the class in case you find it necessary to
withdraw.

O Tuition is the same whether the month is short or long, and if

your child is sick or on vacation. Full tuition should be paid during
the school year to insure your child’s continued enrollment.
